fall   / winter /  spring   /  summer  semester, I, (print name)________________________________   agree to, understand, and accept the following conditions: 
1. Quinnipiac University (QU) may terminate my participation in the study abroad program at any time for my failing to comply with any regulations or instructions of QU, the Study Abroad Affiliate and/or the Host Institution, with no refund of fees, including without limitation my being sent home at my own expense.  

2. As a visitor in a foreign country, I will be subject to the laws of that country.  I will comply with those laws, as well as with the regulations of QU (including without limitation the QU catalog, guidebook and student handbook), the Study Abroad Affiliate and/or the Host Institution, including without limitation refraining at all times from:

(a) Using, possessing or selling illegal drugs;

(b) Academic dishonesty;

(c) Obstruction or disruption of teaching or other university activities;

(d) Unauthorized absence from class and/or other organized program activities;

(e) Use of, or threats of, physical or emotional violence;

(f) Violating the laws of any country in which I am traveling or living;

(g) Violating the academic or disciplinary regulations of QU, the Host Institution, and/or the residential housing program where I am studying or residing; 
(h) Openly abusing the customs and mores of the host community; 
(i) Damage to, or destruction of, property of others;
(j) Abusing alcohol; 
(k) Being evicted from my lodging; or
(l) Refusing to reside in program-sponsored housing.
If representatives of QU, the Study Abroad Affiliate or the Host Institution decide that I should be expelled from the study abroad program because of my infraction of the laws of the host country, violation of a regulation of QU, the Study Abroad Affiliate and/or the Host Institution, engaging in disruptive behavior, or otherwise conducting myself in a manner that might bring the program or its participants into disrepute or legal jeopardy, that decision will be final.  If expelled, I agree: 
1) to immediately remove myself from all premises used by or affiliated with the study abroad program; 
2) that I am solely responsible for any expenses incurred as a result of my legal issues, as well as for any allegations that I violated the regulations of QU, the Study Abroad Affiliate and/or the Host Institution; 
3) that my expulsion shall not diminish or otherwise affect my obligation to make any and all payments to QU; 
4) that I may receive a grade of “F” for all coursework in progress; 
5) that my expulsion will result in a loss of fees and tuition in accordance with QU’s refund policy; and I may be required to reimburse QU for financial aid received, and will be responsible for all non-recoverable costs incurred by the Host Institution, QU and/or Study Abroad Affiliate, as well as personal financial obligations, such as utility bills or rent; and 
6) my registration at QU may be blocked pending my meeting all such financial obligations and/or disciplinary action.  
3. Participation in the study abroad program may involve risks not found at my home university.  These include, but are not limited to, risks involved in traveling to, from, and within foreign countries; foreign political, legal, religious, social, and economic conditions; cultural differences; safety practices and regulations; criminal and law enforcement activities; acts of war or terrorism; standards of design, safety, and maintenance of buildings, public places, and conveyances; driving and transportation practices; unfamiliar terrain, climate, food, and drink; susceptibility to hurricanes, earthquakes, floods, tidal waves, tornadoes, volcanoes, and other natural disasters; medical care and disability access; risk of illness or disease; and/or use of language other than English.  I will carefully investigate these issues on my own, in addition to attending all mandatory pre-study abroad information sessions, orientations, and meetings sponsored by QU.  I will also: (a) review the websites of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (“CDC”) and the U.S. State Department concerning health and other travel risks, cautions, and warnings, and recommendations for the location in which I will be studying abroad and/or travelling; and (b) consult with a physician or specialist for advice on travel risks and appropriate precautions.  I understand that I am responsible for requesting any additional information I might need to determine whether to participate in the study abroad program.   
4. QU requires appropriate sickness, accident, medical, and security evacuation insurance as a condition of participating in any study abroad program.  Therefore, all students participating in a QU study abroad program are required to purchase QU’s Study Abroad Accident and Sickness Insurance Plan, including Medical and Security Assistance (contracted through third parties).  I understand that certain activities that may result in injury, sickness, property damage, or death to myself or others, including but not limited to scuba diving, jet-skiing, snow-skiing or snow-boarding, water-skiing, mountain climbing, biking, skydiving, bungee jumping, white water rafting, surfing, or parasailing, may be excluded from this insurance coverage and, therefore, if I engage in any excluded activities I do so at my own risk and agree that I will be responsible for any legal aid, expenses and liabilities arising out of such activities.  I understand and agree that it is my responsibility to review QU’s Study Abroad Accident and Sickness Insurance Plan and ask any questions about what is and is not covered and conduct myself accordingly. 
5. I will complete all academic work by the assigned due date and will remain on site at the Study Abroad Affiliate or Host Institution as required.  The only exception to the foregoing may be my earlier departure in case of a medical emergency or a personal reason approved in advance by QU.   
6. I will secure my own travel arrangements between the United States and the study abroad destination and will provide QU with notice of my travel plans.  If I choose to travel independently during my free time, such travel will be unsupervised by QU or the Study Abroad Affiliate and neither QU nor any of its trustees, officers, employees, or agents shall have any responsibility or liability for injury, damage, or loss suffered by me.  I agree to inform QU and/or an official representative of the study abroad program of my travel plans prior to undertaking such travel.

7. I have been strongly discouraged from operating motor vehicles while participating in the study abroad program.  If I do operate a motor vehicle, I do so at my own risk and agree that QU will have no responsibility for my care, legal aid, expenses or liabilities in the event of an accident.
8. QU reserves the right to make cancellations, changes, or substitutions in the program at any time because of emergency, changed conditions, or the determination that such changes or substitutions are in the best interest of the program or its participants.
Assumption of Risks
My participation in a study abroad program sponsored by QU is purely voluntary.  I freely assume all risks of injury, death, damage to person or property, and expense arising out of my participation in the study abroad program, whether or not described in the study abroad materials provided by QU, even if such injury, death, damage, or expense is due in whole or in part to the negligence of QU and/or any of its trustees, officers, employees, and agents.

Waiver and Release

I, on behalf of myself, my heirs, executors, administrators, representatives, and assigns, hereby waive, release, forever discharge, and agree to indemnify and hold harmless QU and its trustees, officers, employees, and agents from any actions, suits, demands, damages or claims arising out of my participation in the study abroad program, even if due in whole or in part to the negligence of QU and/or any of its trustees, officers, employees, and agents.  This waiver and release includes, without limitation, and even if due in whole or in part to the negligence of QU and/or any of its trustees, officers, employees, and agents: (a) any actions, suits, demands, damages or claims arising out of the conduct of the Study Abroad Affiliate, Host Institution and/or Host Family; (b) any injury, death, damage, or expense arising from travel while abroad; and (c) any injury, death, damage, or expense arising from my medical care and treatment while abroad.
